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Advocates Provide Free Immigration Consultations

PHILADELPHIA – As part of their mission to support immigrant communities, The Pennsylvania Immigration and Citizenship Coalition (PICC) will host a legal forum that includes free brief immigration consultations at 5PM on Saturday, June 12th, 2004. 

Many immigrants without legal status live hidden in the shadows and are subject to exploitation.  At Saturday’s Legal Forum, volunteer attorneys will provide brief legal consultations.  Volunteer translators will assist in Creole, French, Indonesian, Korean, Khmer, Portugese, Russian and Spanish.  Speakers will discuss many issues currently facing the local immigrant community and disseminate information about access to services.

PICC is a diverse coalition of 40 organizations including community groups, service providers, mutual assistance associations, immigrant leaders, unions, faith communities, and concerned individuals. Our mission is to represent the needs of immigrants in Pennsylvania to policy makers, public officials, and the general public, developing support for fair policies that welcome and sustain new Americans.
